A.  Not by human invention
“…is not something that man made up.”



B.  Not by human tradition

“I did not receive it from any man…”
C. Not by human learning

“…nor was I taught it…”
D. But by revelation

“…rather, I received it by revelation from Jesus Christ.”
1:13-24

II.
Our apostle can prove it.

A.  He was not predisposed to the Gospel.

“For you have heard of my previous way of life in Judiasm, how intensely I persecuted the church of God and tried to destroy it.  I was advancing in Judaism beyond many Jews of my own age and was extremely zealous for the traditions of my fathers.”
  :15, 16a

B.  He personally experienced the Gospel.

“But when God…”


1. God consecrated him.

“…who set me apart from birth…”
2. God called him.

“…and called me by his grace…”
3. God converted him.


“…was pleased to reveal his Son in me…”
4. God commissioned him.


“…so that I might preach him among the Gentiles…”
:16b-24


C.
He preached the Gospel without human instruction.




“…I did not consult any man not did I go up to Jerusalem…”

He went into Arabia.






“…I went immediately into Arabia…”
:18-20



2.
He went to Jerusalem after three years.






“Then after three years, I went up to Jerusalem…”
:21-24



3.
He went to Tarsus, unknown in Jerusalem.

“Later I went to Syria and Cilicia.  I was personally unknown to the 

churches of Judea…”
